Since 1 July 2019, the distribution and use of single-use plastic has been banned at events organised
in public spaces within the City of Brussels. This measure aims to drastically reduce the waste
produced during events and to improve clean public areas.

The ban applies notably. but not exclusively, to: straws, disposable food containers, packaging for
ready-to-eat meals, cutlery, stirrers, cups,...

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The City of Brussels has a policy to reduce waste and ban single-use plastic at events. It therefore
encourages organisers of events in public spaces to favour the use of reusable packaging. To this
end, it works with the non-profit organisation Rock the City, which offers a service for lending or
renting reusable cups and crockery.

* At Winter Wonders:
e 240,000 cups in circulation per edition.
e Last edition: 650,000 uses - each cup used =3 times per edition.
* Break-even achieved after 3 editions (=21-24 uses).
* Some cups still in use since 2016.
* Loss & souvenir rate:
e Typical events: 3-5% loss.
*  Winter Wonders: =20% kept as souvenirs by visitors.
* Deposit system & financial flows:
* Visitors pay 1€ deposit.
* Digital tracking ensures no over-reimbursement.
* No additional cost for vendors except recording the deposit in their POS/accounting.
* Replacement of cups:
* Only replaced when damaged or unusable (e.g., cigarettes, markers, cracks).
* Cups are 100% recyclable at end of life.
* Hygiene & compliance:
e Strict yearly controls by AFSCA for Horeca stands.
* Washing partners comply with DIN SPEC 10534 hygiene standards.
*Cost for the City:
* Historically zero (system financed by washing fees and missing-cup charges).
e Future plan: city may internalize the system with a Brussels-based circular supply chain.
